DECLARATION of ELIGIBILTY for PARTICIPATION in FEMALE-
ONLY SPORT:

A new Alberta law requires schools to declare eligibility for students who wish to join
female-only competitive sports teams. If your daughter decides to try out for a female-only
sport this year at St. Catherine, according to the new law, to be eligible, a student must
have been assigned female at birth. This is a province-wide legal requirement. It is not a
school-or division-level decision. Please know that any conversations related to eligibility
will be handled privately, and always with compassion, dignity, and respect. If the form is
completed and confirms eligibility, your child would be able to participate on a female
team. If the form is not completed, or if it indicates that the eligibility requirement isn’t
met, then unfortunately, they would not be able to join a female-only team under the new
legislation. We are required to request this information and apply it consistently to all
students. If you'd like more information on the legislation itself, I can help you access that.
When your daughter decides to try out for a girls’ team, the form can be accessed through
the PowerSchool Parent Portal - then select School Engage on the left-hand side. If you
have any questions, please let me know. Thank you so much for your time and support!

There is also an APP for your cellphones that will provide you with alerts
for delays. The App is available for both Android and iPhone. Below are
instructions on how to do this or visit Yellow Bus Delays click on How do I
set up Bus Planner Delays App?

Download the free BusPlanner Delays App through the respective App Store on your
phone.

Once downloaded:

1. Open the App, select the wrench at the top, select Edmonton Catholic Schools, and
click next.

2. Under setup, select My Child’s Bus to receive alerts.

3. Select the school(s) you would like to receive notifications and click + after selecting
each school. Once you finish selecting schools, click next.

4. Select the applicable bus run(s) and click +. If you wish to receive notifications for
more than one bus, repeat the process for each bus. Once you finish, click Done and
the App will return to the main screen:

Please make sure notifications for the BusPlanner Delays App are turned on within your
phone settings. Also, ensure your phone software is up to date. Note: Data usage and rates
will occur while using the BusPlanner Delays App.
